aloe barbadensis leaf juice - repairs and 
conditions hair; panthenol (and) propylene 
glycol - hair conditioning agent; hydrolysed 
wheat protein (and) hydrolysed wheat 
starch - adds strength, flexibility and body; 
benzophenone-4 - ultraviolet light absorber, 
protects hair from sun damage; cetrimonium 
chloride - conditions and moisturises; 
amodimethicone - improves combability and 
sheen hair keratin amino acids (and) sodium 
chloride – protein penetrates hair; repairs, 
adds strength and body polyquaternium-10 
& 11 - polymer coats hair adding fullness 
and body
